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The evaluation system of the structural performance of buildings was developed for the continuity and/or resiliency of building

function after disasters. The database of structural members, non-structural members and equipments was made for the evaluation

of damage, resilience and continuity of building function. The development on non-structural members or plumbing equipment was

also done for the continuity and/or resiliency of building function after disasters.
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
